County Rugby Fives.
To the Editor of Squash Rackets and Fives.
Dear Sir,

T have heard with much pleasure of the Rugby Fives
Association’s decision to play the Inter-County Cham-
pionship on a knock-out basis. May I suggest, however,
that the idea of playing three games of doubles against
each pair be amended? Here are my reasons for this
suggestion. :

Firstly, until quite recently the singles game in club
Fives had been almost completely neglected. A few
years ago the Jesters decided to inaugurate an Open
Singles Championship, presumably with a view to en-
couraging singles play, for how can one enter for a
serious singles championship without having had some
practice? The R.F.A. has now signified its approval of
this plan by taking over the management of this
championship, surely then it is its immediate duty to give
players every chance for singles match play! Here in
the Inter-County Championship there is a golden oppor-
tunity which, in fairness to the player, must not be
missed.

Secondly, by accepting the management of the Singles
Championship the R.F.A has officially recognised singles
as a part of the game of Fives. Consequently if an Inter-
County Rugby Fives Championship is to be run, singles
must be played in it, otherwise the winning county can-
not, with any justification, be called Champion County at
Rugby Fives—it can only be called Champion County at
Rugby Fives Doubles.

Thirdly I should like to mention that in the Inter-
County Championship at Lawn Tennis singles are always
played. Surely the single at Rugby Fives is no less a
part of the game than the single at Lawn Tennis.

Fourthly, I consider the single at Fives to be an in-
finitely better game than the double. I realise that this
is a question of personal opinion, but I am prepared to
support my statements with the fullest reasons if anyone
wishes. Here 1 should like to say this: in the single
there is every incentive to use the angles and to play a
varied and interesting all-court game in order to get your
opponent out of position, for then the whole court is at
your mercy. In a double if one plaver is put out of
position by clever play, it is quite easy for his partner to
occupy the whole court until the original player i1s back
again in position. As it is almost impossible to get both
players out of position at once, it follows that one has
a great deal to lose and practically nothing to gain by
attempting to play angle shets which, incidentally may
or may not come off. The doubles game, then, tends to
degenerate into an up and down game of pure hitting,
with steadiness as the deciding factor. This 1s apt to
become monotonous, to say the least of it.

I propose, therefore, that in the Inter-County Cham-
pionship each string should play two games of singles
against his opposite number. Then a suitable number of
.doubles would be plaved, preferably each pair playing
three games against its opposite pair, and not against
both pairs, as is usual.

Further, I suggest that the Association write to all
club secretaries, strongly encouraging them to play at
least one game of singles in club matches whenever two
courts are available. This will give players the singles
practice that they so badly need, and will enable them to
play in their true form in the Singles Championship.

County Rugby Fives.

Mr. H. A. Oundjian has had his way and a singles
match is to form part of the proceedings for all players
taking part in the County Rugby Fives Championship.
It is well that it should be so, for there has been little
attention paid to Singles play in Club matches. We do

not think it correct to say that the Singles game demands

more skill than Doubles, although it is true that skill will
frequently get a better reward in an encounter between
two players rather than four. The real argument against
singles in ordinary club engagements is that very often
there are only two courts and it is very unpleasant to
play one’s single and then wait for three-quarter’s-of-an
hour while other members of the team play their matches.
Also a Rugby Fives match takes a very long time as it is,
and at schools where two singles are played first and then
doubles, it is no uncommon thing for a match to last
three hours.
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COUNTY RUGBY FIVES.

Puckle did well to score 9 points against D. E. Smith.
who completely outclassed him as a stroke player. W
J. Rees owing to his extreme fitness and stamina alwax=
had a vard to spare on C. S. Farnes who was still feeling
the effects of a damaged ankle, and won comfortably t
15—4.

The doubles play, as mentioned was very even, and 1=
in two hard-fought games Malt and Bailey beat Ounjian
and Readhead to 15—13, 15—13. Readhead did not show
the form he was subsequently to bring out in the Double:
Championship, but Oundjian was near in his executic
and rallied well against the cunning of Malt. Farnes an’
Puckle gave the Surrey first pair little trouble, who wo=
to 7 and 12. Smith and Rees took the first game off -
somewhat casual Oundjian and Readhead, after havin:
beaten Farnes and Puckle quite comfortably, but in the
second game saw the new champions at their very bes:
and lost to 9. The match provided some extremely high-
class Fives, although the hard “,Galloper ” balls were n. ©
all that hands accustomed to “ Perfecta™ could desire.
