While the first and second seeds sailed through the quarter-finals with relative ease, the other two
matches produced four cracking games. Iain de Weymarn and Jez Fabes had to play near their best
to beat Jez Sinton and Chris Thomas, while Jim Hughes and Alex Rew found the Wykehamist pair
of George McGairl and Hal Mohammed a real handful, only scraping home by the odd couple of
points in each game.

Hughes and Rew went on to test second seeds Hamish Buchanan and Sam Roberts in their semi-
final but just lacked the accuracy onto the buttress to take a game off the London pair. In the other
semi, holders Dave Fox and Dave Hebden defeated de Weymarn and Fabes fairly comf{ortably.

The final - the only three-game match of the whole tournament — was extremely close. The fives
may not have been of quite the same breathtaking standard as the final at Sedbergh in November
2004 involving three of the same players (plus a different Roberts), but it was just as exciting.
Buchanan and Roberts won the first game narrowly and took a commanding lead in the second,
finally standing at 14-7 up. Fox had been struggling with a damaged muscle and had to receive
medical attention, and this broke the pattern of the game, with Fox and Hebden saving a match
point and then playing unbeatable fives in a series of superb rallies to take it 16-14.

With Fox’s injury and Hebden’s energies beginning to waver, there was always the possibility that
they might not have been able to sustain their form into the third game. But somehow they managed
to do so despite continuous pressure from their opponents, eventually winning the game to 9.
Congratulations to all of them for a fine show of fives on the aptly-named ‘Masters” court — surely
the only four-walled fives court in Britain without a door.

The plate — a lengthy affair involving ten pairs — was deservedly won by McGairl and Mohammed,
who beat Sinton and Thomas comfortably in the final. Many thanks to Peter Gray for his help with
the tournament and to Malvern College for their hospitality. The four-year cycle starts aggin next
year at Bradfield.

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THE MARCHANT CUP

The Marchant Cup Fund was established by a Declaration of Trust dated 21 July 1930. The
Charity's assets consist of a Cup (which is now presented to the winners of the Schools Under
16 Doubles Tournament) and a small endowment now standing at some £313 and producing
income of less than £10 per year.

The Trustees of the Fund (namely myself, David Gardner and Denise Hall-Wilton) have
decided that no useful purpose can be served by applying the income only of the fund and that
the restriction on the expenditure of the capital (which is a permanent endowment) should be
removed.

Our intention, following receipt of approval from the Charities Commission, is to transfer the
funds (and the Cup itself, which is a fine silver trophy) to the RFA Charitable Trust, to be
used as part of the funds of that Charity.

If anyone has any questions or requires further information, please do not hesitate to contact
me. Unless anyone specifically objects to the Charities Commission by contacting them as
specified in Form D2 attached, I understand that approval for this transfer is likely to be given
in about 3 months.

Incidentally, I believe that an article on the history of the Cup will appear in this year's

Agenda ltem 47 General Secretarys Report 2004/5

Whilst the emphasisabt year was on administrative matters following our incorporation, the Board this
year was able to devote more of its time to marketing and development issues. Many of you will have
read in the mieseason review that, after extensive discussions withEtba Fives Association, we
formed a joint Federation with them with the principal objective of promoting and developing the game of
Fives in all its versions, both in the UK and overseas. The respective Boards will retain full control of
such issues adrategy, rules, championships/matches, quality of courts etc but we considered that the
combined membership of both sports would be more attractive to potential sponsors, advertisers and
National bodies. One of the main issues currently under discuddiom Bederation is the creation of a
cohesive PR strategy which is fundamental to heightening the profile of the game of Fives. As also
mentioned in the review, we are still in discussion with our potential publishers for a book on the history
of Fives wth the intended publication date of 2007 to coincide with odf@niversary. Much work

will need to be done in the early stages to create a viable and extensive database to which we can market
the proposed book and to gauge whether there is indeeatficiest market for the book before we
commit significant funds to the project.

Following much work by Paddy&ncona and his subommittee, together with professional support

from an external design company, donewdwebsite was launched in March witiuch positive feedback

from our users. The Board considered that the cost of this exercise was money well spent and that the
previous site was not sustainable, particularly as we seek to heighten the profile of our game.

Following on from the assistangeovided by the Charitable Trust to both Denstone School and Derby
Moor last season, the Board was delighted that the Trust was able to assist Clifton College with the
renovation of two of their courts at the Music School site, thereby creating an excelre of four

courts. Not only has this provided improved facilities for the College, it has also facilitated the
regeneration of the West of England Club which is now a thriving entity. Some smaller projects are
currently in the early stages of camhesiation and we watch with interest the potential developments at
both Oundle and Chri& Hospital, whilst continuing to monitor the situation at Sutton Valence.
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In terms of publications, the Handbook and +sé&hson review continue to be well receivedriambers
and this year we produced an-dgied version of the Record book.

Competitions continue to be very well attended and this season we had record entries for the British
Universities Championships and the highest humber of participants in the dll&@iogles since 1991.

The latter produced a new champion in Matt Cavanagh and overall it is extremely encouraging to see
such a good number of younger players coming through at such a high standard. This was equally true of
the Schools Championships ghyear with the Singles being won by Jamie Prendergrass from Loretto,
who looks a very exciting prospect for the future.
